	Expected results

	Articulation of the lesson

	Introductory activities 
	 The teacher introduces the aims and explains that during the next three lessons they will learn about the greatest European composers.

	Teaching and learning activities
	 Through discussion the students talk about famous European composers, how often they listen to classical music, what kind of music they listen to, etc. All students take active participation with their own ideas and opinions.

The first activity-presentation
The teacher presents a presentation about the famous European composers which is prepared in advance. The students learn the most important things for each composer, where are they from, their best works etc.
The second activity-listening activity

The second activity is listening to the best works of each composer and the students choose their favourite ones.

The third activity-matching

The students work in groups and match the given flash cards.

There are two type of cards:
*flash cards with composers 

*flash cards with flags

They have to match each composer with the appropriate flag and the country.

Each student has a task to complete the given piece of paper with the missing information (dates, nationality, the best work and their favourite piece of music)
Once the students complete their task, each of them presents their composer  in front of  the whole class.
Making a poster
