Topic:  “Traveling to know European historical characters”

Teachers: Italian team
Time: a year
Recipients: Second Classes Secondary School of 1st degree I.C. "Erodoto"
Involved subjects: Italian, History, Geography, English, French, Art, Religion, Music .
Aims
The students will: 
• Acquire the traveler's modus vivendi
• Be able to travel even with imagination
• Be able to travel on the time line
• Develop motivation to learn and explore
• Know and discover great European historical characters
• Be aware that traveling means enriching oneself and promoting cultural exchanges
• Be able to orientate oneself in space and time.


Expected results 
• To know and recognize historical characters
• To orientate oneself in space and time 
• To observe the particularities of the different historical characters
• To describe some elements of various historical characters

Teaching form
 Lab activities 

Teaching methods

Frontal, group and work in pairs, method of speech, demonstrative, method of research, work with textes and illustrative method, learning games (kahoot).


Materials
Books, pictures, computer – presentations, posters, photos, brochures, markers, coloured pens and pencils, glue, scissors, board, projector, screen, speakers, laptop or computer with the Internet connection, tablets with QR scanners, worksheets

Instructions
Stage 1: INTRODUCTION 
To study Europe from a historical and geographical point of view
To discuss about the peculiarities of historical-political and literary movements
To research  and study relevant European historical characters

Stage 2: PRESENTATION
The knowledge of European historical characters will happen using the travel metaphor  and the timeline that will be the leitmotif of all the teaching activity. The student will identify himself with the traveler of the moment following chronologically related characters and events. Afterwords will be asked to the students to indicate on the timeline the year in which the characters shown below were born.



STAGE 3: GROUPWORK
a) Divide the class into groups (no larger than 4 students each)
b) After the pupils have acquired historical skills and knowledge about the life of the major historical characters, they can work in classes, each group will be asked to draw a timeline on which the names of the historical characters will appear indicating the year in which they were born.
c) The groups will be given a fixed time of one hour to define the time line and to put the names of the characters.

STAGE 4: CONSOLIDATION 
In the consolidation phase, students will be asked to recognize the characters in the historical context.

TASK 1: 
Using the time line, the students will be asked to put the names of the historical characters indicated below in chronological order.

TASK 2: 

 Students will be divided into teams, each of them will be assigned a historical character of which they will have to draw the salient features in a summary card related to photos or portraits . Each group will present the work to the class.

TASK 3: 
Card game: The historical European characters.
After creating some cards on which you will  show:
the names of the characters,
the contemporary literary movements,
historical periods of belonging,
the remarkable events that took place during  the lives of the characters,
their photo or their portrait.
You will shuffle the cards and display themselves on a table.
Two players at a time can choose 5 cards each and with them gather news related to the historical character.
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
