	Teaching and learning activities
	Students will be presented with a map of Europe. Teachers will read “A Journey Across Europe,” pausing, and giving time to discuss all coordinate locations. Students will locate and identify the cities visited with parents. Students will also chart the journey on their map of Europe. Teachers will briefly discuss the places visited (discussion will be ongoing throughout the unit). Students will respond to the following question in their journals: What kind of people did you meet(cultures /religions? How did you feel coming in contact with people from different cultures and religions? Students will discuss concept with classmates and teachers. As a follow up, teachers will define, and discuss the various geographic regions in Europe (glossary provided in teacher and student packet). Teachers will specify which countries belong to each region (Northern, Southern, Eastern, and Western Europe).
