	Let’s visit Europe

	Teaching forms
	group, individual, work in pairs           

	Teaching methods
	- method of  playing a game
-method of observation,
-method of research
-method of speech (monologue, dialogue and method of discussion)
-method of working with text (texts, worksheets and individual tasks)
-demonstration method (pictures, objects, toys, applications, etc.)
- illustrative method
-method of practical work           

	Teaching resources
	Pictures, applications, worksheets, colour paper, scissors, objects (gondola, Eiffel Tower, amphitheater, amylias, candy with Babushka doll, tea cups)

	Aim of the lesson
	- Learning about other countries (name of country and name of the capital city)
- What would you visit in those countries

	Expected results
	The students, through a video presentation, learn about the most famous sights and what they would visit in Italy, France, Turkey and Russia
- remembering the names of these four countries and their capitals
- through a drama game perceiving the sights they would visit when they go to these countries


	Teacher’s activities
	- Presentation of the slides and giving more detailed instructions
- Involving in drama play and  giving  instructions
- Dividing in  groups and giving instructions during the work

	Students’ activities

	-Carefully Following-up the presentation carefully
-Skillfully performing the given tasks skillfully
-Involving in a game and drama activities



	Articulation of the lesson

	Introductory activities
	1. Watching the presentation of the four European countries, telling the names of the countries and their capital cities. Explaining what they would visit when they will go on a trip.
2. Playing a game activity - describe what you see.
We select a student who will guess according to the description.  I give a picture to the rest of the students (eg, the famous Disney Park), then the group describes it and the student guesses what it is.


	Activities for teaching and learning
	Dividing the students into groups, each group turns the helm in which distinct pictures of 4 countries are arranged, and goes to the corner of the country that will fall their spin.
1. The students do the task according to given instructions (eg. a model of Paris, an Italian pizza, Turkish amylias and the preparation of Turkish tea, the famous Russian dolls – Babushka dolls.
2. In groups visiting the each country and participating in a drama game - What to visit in your country?
When the students arrive in France they salute in their language, tell in which country they came to visit and what their capital is, and ask their hosts to recommend their best places to visit.


	Evaluative activities
	1. Tasting traditional foods from each country
2. Coloring and naming of pictures from 4 countries

	Performance indicators
	By playing games, describing and dramatizing, students have acquired appropriate knowledge for a small number of the European countries
They realized on which continent our country is located and that there are other countries on it.


	Reflection

	The purpose of these extra-curricular activities was for the students to learn more about the continent Europe and the countries that are on the continent, I chose 4 countries that the students learnt their names and capitals, and they also mastered what they would visit if they go on a trip to these countries.
These lessons brought great joy to the students, because they took them away from their everyday life and gave them the opportunity to learn something more through various game activities.
