	Aim of the lesson
	-To learn that there are many children's films made in the countries of Europe and that some of them are made according to famous books for children.

-To learn the names of directors who created for children

-Imagine and experience the content of the movie

-To be capable of critical thinking and expressing one's own views

-Developing interest and culture for watching movies

	Expected results
	- It is known that some of the books that are part of school books are filmed.

-Consists and expresses its opinion on the slide presentation from the presentation.

- They watch parts of children's films and discuss them.


	Organization of the lesson

	Introductory activities
	At the beginning, they list a few movies for children who watched them and they liked it. I'm showing pictures of some very famous children's movies - Harry Potter, IT, Shrek, Home Alone, etc. They recognize if they know or I'm telling them what their names are. I am explaining that some of these films are made by European filmmakers - for example, "Harry Potter".

	Activities for learning
	First activity:
Watching a presentation entitled "CHILDREN'S FILES FROM THE EUROPEAN FILM WORKERS". Talk about each slide and clarify the teacher's unknown things for the students. Students get acquainted with the titles of several movies for children, as well as the brief content of each one. For each film there are several slides in which besides text there are also pictures of scenes from the films, the main actors, the writers of the books whose books are written scripts, as well as the film directors. The films are: "Harry Potter and the Deathly Hallows - Part 1 and Part 2" - actors and directors from Great Britain; "Pippi Langstrump" - Sweden; "The Red Balloon" (Le Ballon Rouge) - France; Das Doppelte Lottchen "- Germany and" The Magic Saddle "- Macedonia. I explain to students that from these five films only the movie "Red Balloon" does not have a scenario according to a children's book, but the director of the film, Albert Lamoris wrote the original script and this film is in the company of other films because it has received the highest prize in the film world and "Oscar for best original scenario"
Second activity
Watch short inserts or trailer from all five movies. I ask students to recognize the inserts and to link them to parts of the books. Talk about the content of the movies they saw.  
Third activity:

Browse photos from all movies, read short texts including the director's name, major actors and short content for each of the films. Students choose a movie they like most for further processing.


	Evaluation activities
	-Actively participates in conversation while watching the presentation;

- Freely, clearly and concisely expresses his own opinion about the films;

- Participates in selecting a movie that will be analyzed in the next few lessons.



CHILDREN FILES FROM THE EUROPEAN FILM WORKERS
"Harry Potter and the Deathly Hallows - Part 1 and Part 2"

This is the last (seventh) film series for the Little Wizard, Harry Potter. Due to its extensive material, the film is divided into two parts. The first one is announced on November 19, 2010, and the second one in May 2011. The shooting of this film series lasted for ten years, following the mission of Harry Potter to master his main enemy Lord Voldemort.

The director of this and the other two films is David Yeats, director from the UK.

Short content: Harry, Ron and Hermione decide to miss the seventh year in Hogwarts and begin their special exciting adventure by then. They decide to find Voldemort and kill him once and for all.

Actors: Daniel Radcliffe as Harry Potter, Rupert Grint as Ron Weasley and Emma Watson as Hermione Granger.

There are many other characters in the film, which are very interesting, exciting and full of unusual and interesting adventures.
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 Pippi Langstrump
"Pippi Langstrmup" is a film that was filmed in 1969 in Sweden according the same book by the famous Swedish writer for children Astrid Lindgren. In its interesting stream, the film follows the adventures of the mysterious, little girl who lives only in the abandoned Villa Vilecla. The monkey Mr. Nilson and the little old man's horse live with her. She is friend with two children from the neighborhood, Anika and Tommy.

Director: Ole Helbom, director from Sweden

Actors: Inger Nilsson as Pippi Long Soup, Maria Persson as Anika and Pair Sundberg as Tommy

The film "Double Lotta" is a filmed in 1950 in West Germany, according to a book by the famous German  writer for children Erich Kestner. The film (as well as the book) is  wonderful, touching story about two twin sisters who, as small after the divorce of their parents, are separated and live in different countries. They meet in a summer camp and realize they are twins. One lives with the mother, and the other with the father. They decide after the end of their stay in the camp to switch their homes and reunite their parents. At that moment they start their life adventure.

Red Balloon (Le Ballon Rouge)
 "Red Balloon" is a French film that shows the adventures of a boy who is friend with an apparently sensitive balloon, which follows him in the streets of Paris.

Brief content: The child Pascal finds a red balloon on the street and takes it with him. When he arrives home, he leaves the balloon out, but the balloon instead of flying into the air, remains in the same place and patiently waits the child. The next day, the balloon is stubbornly followed by Pascal, and then enters the school. For punishment, Pascal is imprisoned in one room, but then the balloon follows the teacher and disturbs him until he returns and release the child. However, Paskal enters a confectionery and then a group of children steal his balloon. However, Paskal is not taught and finds the children, and he takes the balloon back. Then, children are chasing him in the streets and eventually reach and destroy the balloon. At that moment, all the balloons in Paris emerge from the shops, they flee from the owners and gather at Pascal, and he rocks on them flying over the city.

Director: Albert Lamoris - France
