	Organization of the lesson

	Introductory activities
	 The students on the previous lesson have chosen the film “Double Lotta” because they liked it the most. The film was filmed in 1950, the director of the film was Joseph von Baki  and the main actors were

Isa Guinter like Louisa, Utah Gunter as Lota and many others. The film was made according to a book by the famous German  writer for children Erich Kestner.  

	Activities for learning
	First activity:
On the board there is a photograph of the film "The Double Lotta" which is covered with twelve pieces of paper on which there are numbers. The pupils make their own assumptions what could be hidden behind the numbers and explain. An explanation that you will discover through a game play.
Game - Each student reads the question related to the number, answers it, and downloads the piece of paper from the photo. That way they reveal the whole picture. They are tasked to see which events of the film are shown in the photo.
Second activity:
  Students are divided into three groups. Each group receives an envelope with parts of the puzzle. On one sidethere is a photo on which is a scene from the film featuring Lota and Louise (three different photos), and on the other side there is a  text that recounts the content of the film. Their task is to make the puzzle on the side of the photo. Once folded, they turn it over and, if it is well done, they get the correct text. Read the text.
Second activity:

Work in groups:  Each group gets part of the text on which they should work. There are empty spaces in the text and there are missing words. Students have a task with the help of the offered words to discover those missing and write them. Once they have finished sorting the words among themselves, the group tells the inserted words starting from the first. They receive a full text to compare whether they worked well. Correctly inserted words are marked with the "+" sign, and incorrect with the "-" sign.
Third activity:

Students do the crossword individually. 
Fourth activity:

Starting a book. Making a cover page. On the front of the cover is the photo, and on the other the text with filled spaces. Also, one of the pages of the book is glued to one resolved crossword.

	Evaluation activities
	1.Picture and text of the puzzle is inserted into a frame that is made so that both the puzzle and the text are viewed and is the front page of the book they have already begun.

2. Presentation of the works

3. Discussion with a conclusion. (What was your easiest and most difficult time at work? Which part of the lesson was most interesting?)
