	Introductory activities
	Talk about the theme of the film "The Double Lotta". Discussion about what they know from reading the book.
 

	Activities for learning
	First activity:

Work in groups: Students are looking at the photographs from the film “The Double Lotta” filmed in 1950.  They set the photos in chronological order as things happen in the film and stick the photos on a paper entitled “Order Of Events”. 
For each photo they write one sentence. The text is written under the photos and added to the book (the last part of the book produced by each group). We expose the books in the classroom.
Second activity:

Quiz
 Students are divided into two groups.

Each group receives text for each movie in which there is an information about the name of the film, the director, the main actors and its short content. After reading the text for each film, the groups answer several questions related to the film. For each correct answer, they receive 2 points, for an incomplete answer is deducted for half a point, for an incorrect answer there are no points. They themselves make notes of the points in a table. In the end of the quiz, points are scored and the winner declared.
Third activity:

Making an album with photos and written texts about each film.

  Harry Potter and the Deathly Hallows – Part 1 and Part 2

"Pippi Langstrmup" is a film that was filmed in 1969 in Sweden according the same book by the famous Swedish writer for children Astrid Lindgren. "Das Doppelte Lottchen"t
The film "Double Lotta" is a filmed in 1950 in West Germany, according to a book by the famous German  writer for children Erich Kestner. The film (as well as the book) is  wonderful, touching story about two twin sisters who, as small after the divorce of their parents, are separated and live in different countries. They meet in a summer camp and realize they are twins. One lives with the mother, and the other with the father. They decide after the end of their stay in the camp to switch their homes and reunite their parents. At that moment they start their life adventure.

Actors: Isa Guinter like Louisa, Utah Gunter as Lota and many others.
Red Balloon (Le Ballon Rouge)
 "Red Balloon" is a French film that shows the adventures of a boy who is friend with an apparently sensitive balloon, which follows him in the streets of Paris.

Brief content: The child Pascal finds a red balloon on the street and takes it with him. When he arrives home, he leaves the balloon out, but the balloon instead of flying into the air, remains in the same place and patiently waits the child. The next day, the balloon is stubbornly followed by Pascal, and then enters the school. For punishment, Pascal is imprisoned in one room, but then the balloon follows the teacher and disturbs him until he returns and release the child. However, Paskal enters a confectionery and then a group of children steal his balloon. However, Paskal is not taught and finds the children, and he takes the balloon back. Then, children are chasing him in the streets and eventually reach and destroy the balloon. At that moment, all the balloons in Paris emerge from the shops, they flee from the owners and gather at Pascal, and he rocks on them flying over the city.

Director: Albert Lamoris - France
